This is a followup to the consultation done on Martha Jimenez.

We did the lab while she was in the office and also received the lab from your office.

On 06/26/2020, her white cell count was 1.4and platelet count was 50,000. The patient did have some premature cells in 2024, WBC count was 3.7 and platelet 57. In April 15th, WBC count was 2.1, platelets were 48,000 and she had some premature cells in the peripheral smear and when done in the office her WBC count was 2.2 and platelets were 52,000. ANA was negative.

The patient also has history of diabetes and GERD. The patient had a hemoglobin A1c of 8.3, her iron and ferritin were normal, TSH was normal, and ANA was normal.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Thrombocytopenia and neutropenia going back to five years ago.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

RECOMMENDATIONS: She has significantly low platelet and WBC count ongoing for last five years. Her liver enzymes are normal so it does not appear to be because of liver disease or splenomegaly however we need to consider that. I will see her for followup in a week or so when we will do flow cytometry on her peripheral blood and send her for ultrasound of the abdomen to look at the splenic size and evaluate her for fatty liver we will go from there before we go to the bone marrow.
