Thank you for your referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

I have been seeing this patient for last several years for cytopenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not offer any symptoms today.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of autism, history of intellectual disability, history of behavioral disorder, and history of cytopenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He appears little thinner now.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC is 2.6, hemoglobin 12.5, hematocrit 39.4, and platelet 157,000.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild neutropenia appears to be cyclical. His WBC count was 3.6 in February 2025.

2. Hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Since his WBC count normalizes at time being I do not think any further workup or intervention is necessary. Followup in six months with CBC.
