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This is a 90-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. She is eating very little. She has ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinent and oriented to person only, increased confusion worsening from previously, eating now 10% of her meals. KPS score is at 40%. She requires help with all ADL. The patient’s FAST score is at 7A. Other comorbidities include hypertension, paralysis of vocal cord and larynx, hypothyroidism, constipation, dysphagia, major depressive disorder, urinary tract infection recurrent as it can be seen in patients with endstage dementia; usually, the cause of death, history of pneumonia; again, usually the cause of death in these population. Overall prognosis is poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
