Dear Mrs. Dailey:

This is a followup for Sue with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  She tripped in her home on the carpet back in December S5 trauma.  No procedures.  Pain control improved.  She walks two and half miles almost in a daily basis.  Blood pressure at home wide fluctuations lows to normal 80s-120s/60s.
Review of Systems:  Done extensively being negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  Notice the Norvasc and propranolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 160, previously 156 and blood pressure 128/89, repeat 132/82 left-sided by myself.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 0.95, which is normal.  No anemia.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  Blood pressure well controlled.  Continue present regimen.  All chemistries stable, clinical and physical exam and the meeting standby.  No follow up.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
