Dear Jamie:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Yaw with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, peripheral edema and small right kidney.  Her last visit was June 17, 2024.  She rescheduled a visit in March until now due to transportation issues.  She has been feeling well without any hospitalizations or procedures or major illnesses since her last visit.  She has gained 9 pounds over the last 11 months.  She is feeling generally well.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood and she has stable edema of the lower extremities.
Medications:  I want to highlight Lasix 20 mg daily, Jardiance 25 mg daily and other medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 271 pounds, pulse 75, oxygen saturation 95% on room air and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 140/70.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is obese and nontender.  No ascites.  She has 2+ edema in feet and ankles midway up to knees bilaterally.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done March 10, 2025, creatinine slightly improved at 1.42, estimated GFR is 38, calcium is 9.4, albumin 3.9, sodium 143, potassium 3.9, carbon dioxide is 29, phosphorus is 3.9 and hemoglobin 12.6 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with slightly improved creatinine levels.  We have asked the patient to continue getting labs every three months.
2. Chronic edema of the lower extremities stable.
3. Small right kidneys.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
