Dear Dr. Powers:

This is a followup for Rosemary with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in January.  Kidney ultrasound bilaterally small kidneys without obstruction or urinary retention, incidental simple cyst on the right-sided.  She complains of shoulder, hip and legs discomfort, was taking Aleve, to be discontinued.  Recent root canal, recently added Neurontin, just started the first dose today.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight HCTZ, potassium sparing diuretics, otherwise diabetes management including Jardiance, Mounjaro and glipizide.  Takes diazepam for Meniere’s disease only as needed.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 136/80, repeat 128/74.  No rales or wheezes.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No edema.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.4 stable or improved and present GFR 37 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and phosphorus normal.  Calcium elevated 10.6 and anemia 13.5.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, bilaterally small kidneys.  No obstruction or urinary retention.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Monitor calcium in the upper side.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  No monoclonal protein.  No blood or protein in the urine, PTH and PTH related peptide no major abnormalities.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
