Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Charles with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in September.  No hospital emergency room.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the lisinopril, beta-blockers, HCTZ, on diabetes treatment and cholesterol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 187 and blood pressure 126/80, at home 110s-130s/60s.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular appears normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  No respiratory distress.
Labs:  Chemistries February, creatinine 1.7 baseline and GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and calcium normal.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB probably underlying diabetes and hypertension.  Kidneys small size without obstruction.  There was some degree of urinary retention this is from two years ago 187.  Presently no major urinary symptoms.  Blood pressure well controlled.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Phosphorus remains less than 4.8.  Other chemistries are stable.  Continue present medications and diet.  Come back on the next 6 to 7 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
