Dear Mrs. Beatty:

This is a followup for Mr. Schafer with chronic kidney disease, probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit a year ago.  Cataract surgery on the left tomorrow, few weeks later on the right.  No hospital visits.  Minor nocturia.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  For prostate Proscar and terazosin.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable.  Blood pressure 118/84.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries are from April, creatinine 1.12, he has been as high as 1.2 and GFR 3 or better.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Minor elevated of glucose.  Normal calcium, albumin, phosphorus and no anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB or better, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Blood pressure well controlled on terazosin, which is mostly for his prostate.  He has chronic elevation of cholesterol LDL, but presently on no treatment.  Glucose diet control, prior A1c 6.6.  All chemistries stable.  Plan to see him back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
