Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Ludwick he has bladder cancer and total cystectomy.  Has an ileal loop with indwelling catheter and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  Comes accompanied with wife.  He is followed with Dr. Sahay.  On active plus/minus chemo.  Progressive weight loss.  Poor appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Chronic diarrhea.  Incontinent of stools.  No bleeding.  No infection in the urine or blood.  No abdominal back pain or fever.  No recent fall.  Uses a cane.  Looks very debilitated.  No chest pain, palpitations or increase of dyspnea.  Minimal cough, which is dry.  No purulent material.  No hemoptysis.  No oxygen.  No CPAP machine.  He is getting stretching of the esophageal narrowing.  No malignancy.  Chronic orthopnea.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Vitamins and iron.
Physical Examination:  Weight 138 and blood pressure by nurse 111/67.  Frail and cachectic.  Decreased hearing.  No gross respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention.  Has an ileal loop.  Minor edema.  Minor cyanosis on the legs and on the feet.  No ulcers.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 3.0 and GFR 19 stage IV.  Sodium, potassium and acid base normal.  Low albumin, corrected calcium and phosphorus normal.  Parathyroid elevated 228, anemia 9.4 and large red blood cells 101.  Normal white blood cell and platelet.  Low level of ferritin and iron saturation.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis, underlying bladder cancer, obstructive uropathy, total cystectomy and ileal loop also rectal cancer, actively on treatment, prior radiation chemotherapy.  Aranesp to be given for anemia.  Insurance just approved it.  Iron levels are good.  There is secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Overall condition is poor and looks frail.  He really is not a candidate for dialysis given his extensive comorbidities.  Continue to monitor.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
