Dear Mrs. Walderzak:

This is a followup for Nadine with prior acute kidney injury at the time of Staphylococcus sepsis, septic shock, toxic shock syndrome and complications of gangrene finger and toes.  Last visit a year ago.  Activity restricted from chronic feet pain.  Present plans to be removed.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system being negative.

Medications:  She decided to stop all medicines but thyroid.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 161 and blood pressure 129/88 by nurse.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, anemia 12.7.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  A1c diabetes at 6.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR 56 stage III.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage III kidney disease as indicated from prior toxic shock syndrome at the time plastic surgery for abdominal plasty clinically stable, not symptomatic.  Blood pressure in the upper side no treatment.  Did not tolerate cholesterol medications.  She is going to review alternatives like Zetia or Repatha.  From my point of view is stable.  Come back in a year.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries do not change for potassium, diet, bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
