I saw Linda for renal transplant followup deceased donor in 2015.  No hospital emergency room.  Following a diet on purpose.  Has lost few pounds from 132 to 128.  Compliant with transplant medications.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No urinary symptoms and problems of insomnia.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  On tacro, Myfortic, prednisone and blood pressure losartan.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 110s-130s/70s.  Alert and oriented x3.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Blood pressure by nurse upper side 147/93.
Labs:  Chemistries April, normal kidney function.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.  I do not have tacro available.
Assessment and Plan:  Deceased donor renal transplant in 2015 that will be 10 years this September.  Continue transplant medications.  Kidney function is stable.  High-risk medication immunosuppressants.  Blood pressure at home looks normal, tolerating losartan.  All chemistries normal.  We will call facility as I do not have the tacro levels.  Plan to see her back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
