Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mr. Johnson with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  No hospital emergency room.  Persistent shoulder pain prior surgery left-sided.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Stable review of systems, which was done extensively.

Medications:  Medication list review.  Notice the lisinopril, Norvasc, chlorthalidone as well as potassium and phosphorus replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 180 and blood pressure by nurse 123/75.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries show a creatinine 1.26 for a GFR of 63 historically in the upper 50s stage III or better.  Low sodium.  Normal potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Normal magnesium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or better, underlying hypertension stable, no progression.  Continue present regimen.  Continue potassium and phosphorus replacement.  Low sodium from chlorthalidone this represents affect of medications and water not the need for sodium replacement.  All chemistries stable.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
