Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Emily with chronic kidney disease and atrophy of the left kidney.  Last visit a year ago.  No hospital emergency room.  All review of systems negative.
Medications:  Presently takes Pepcid and Zyrtec.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable and blood pressure 103/77.  Lungs and respiratory normal.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  No ascites, edema or nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.19, baseline is 1.1.  Blood test to be repeated.  If this is true steady state, GFR 59 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus stable.  Hemoglobin 12.4.
Assessment and Plan:  Atrophy of the left kidney.  Kidney function question progress ion, but not symptoms.  Normal blood pressure.  Update urine for blood, protein and protein to creatinine ratio.  No recurrence of urinary tract infection.  No antiinflammatory agents.  We will see what the next chemistry shows in six months.  All issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
