HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2023, he was on board on an aircraft carrier in San Diego, California.  The patient was handling weapons.  He was holding a metal locker above his head.  He was doing that with his partner and then the metal locker suddenly fell and landed on top left of his head.  The patient instantly had severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was not able to focus.  He did not lose consciousness.  However, the pain was so intense to a point that he was not able to work.  The patient has severe headache for the rest of the day and confusion and disorientation for rest of the day as well.

Since the event, the patient had chronic headaches.  The patient tells me that he has chronic migraines. He has dizziness and memory loss.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has noise sensitivity.  The patient has blurry vision episodes.  The patient episodes where his mind becomes blank.  The patient is currently taking Topamax, rizatriptan, and Emgality for the headaches.

The patient tells me that he did not have these headaches, dizziness, and memory loss symptoms prior to this incidence.  The patient tells me that these symptoms began after the head injury in 2023.

The patient currently is in the Navy.  The patient is a weapon technician specialist.  The patient also works in supply management.  The patient tells me that the chronic headache, light sensitivity, noise sensitivity affecting his focus and concentration at worker.  The patient has chronic dizziness as well.  That is also affecting him working on weapons.  The patient also has memory loss.  He tells me that the memory loss is also affecting for him to perform his duties.

MoCA examination today is 27/30.  The patient missed one an abstraction.  The patient is 2 on delay recall.
