The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient between 2015 and 2016, the patient was in Okinawa, Japan.  The patient was involved in training exercises.  The patient tells me that he thrown down to the ground many times.  During these training exercise techniques, the patient was thrown down.  The patient tells me that he was thrown down his head hit a rock.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for few seconds.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me that he was hit many times in the head.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.

Since the event, the patient tells me that he has memory problems.  The patient has difficulty remembering sequences and details.  The patient described these as migraine headache.

The patient currently is a mechanic.  He tells me that his headaches are affecting him to perform his duties.  The patient tells me that he is not able to concentrate and focus at work because of his headaches.

It is my opening that the patient did not sustain a traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that this injury that he had during this training exercise in Okinawa was not severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.  He tells me that he was thrown to the ground.  The patient tells me that hit his head.  It is my opinion that I do not believe that was severe enough to have traumatic brain injury for the training exercise.

It is my opinion that the patient has a same traumatic brain injury.  The patient had training exercise in Okinawa, Japan between 2015 and 2016.  The patient tells me that these training and exercises involve him being thrown to the ground.  The patient tells me that when he was thrown to ground, his head hit the rock.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for a few seconds to a minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  It is my opinion the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury with the head injury followed by a loss of consciousness and severe head pain after that.
