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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he had a stroke on November 26, 2024.  The patient had sudden onset of difficulty speaking.  The patient developed aphagia.  The patient was diagnosed of a stroke.  The patient has significant difficulty speaking since then.  The patient has significant aphagia.  He has difficulty express his thoughts.  The patient also significant speaking words.  The patient also has memory deficits.  He has a difficulty to understand.  The patient is unable to understand language.

Since a stroke, the patient has significant aphagia.  The patient has word finding difficulties.  The patient has expressive aphagia and receptive aphagia.  The patient is not able to complete the MoCA examination score because of the expressive and receptive aphagia.  His delay recall is 0/5.  Orientation is 0/6.  Abstraction is 0/2.  Language is 0/3.  The patient is not able to perform serial 7s.  The patient is not able to repeat digits.

It is my opinion, the patient has sustained a stroke.  The patient is clear on expressive aphagia and receptive aphagia today on examination.  However, there is no traumatic brain injury.  I believe that his symptoms are all from a stroke.
