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CHIEF COMPLAINT

History of headache. 

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he has been having headache for many years.  He described the headache as 8/10.  The head pain is severe.  The patient tells me that he has a light sensitivity.  The patient also has nausea.  The headaches are usually unilateral.  He is followed by light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient was previously seen by neurologist in February 21, 2025.  The patient was prescribed sumatriptan and Topamax.  However, the patient tells me that these medicines are not effective.  The patient tells me that he tried the medicines and they were not effective.  The patient also tried metoprolol and that is not effective either.  The patient tried aspirin and that is not effective.  The patient tells me that these headaches are intermittent.  It happens about every weekly.

IMPRESSION
Chronic migraine headache disorder. The patient tried sumatriptan, Topamax, metoprolol, and aspirin none of the medications were effective for the headaches.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient treatment options.  I will try the patient on trial of Botox.  Botox injection was performed today.  He has no complications.  Explained to the patient the risk and benefit of Botox injection.

2. Explained the patient to follow with me in three months, for evaluation for the headaches.  If it is effective, we will consider to try the Botox again.  We will repeat the Botox every three to six months.

3. If the Botox is not effective, may consider trial of other medication such as Nurtec 75 mg one p.o. q.d.  Recommendation followup in three months.
