The patient’s pain is controlled with pain medication at this time. The patient also has a history of contractures about the lower extremity, protein-calorie malnutrition, stroke, hypertension, and neuropathy. Her O2 saturation today was at 94% with a blood pressure of 110/68. Her KPS is at 40%. The patient has responded to the Diflucan and her rash her of candidiasis is improving about her torso. Now, she has a new lesion about the right great toe which appears to be open and red and inflamed. This will be reported to the DON and Dr. Washington.

The patient will also have wound care available to her at her house. The patient’s care was discussed with Massa, the patient’s caregiver. The patient’s appetite is diminished. Her MAC is 29 cm on the left side. Given skin breakdown and protein-calorie malnutrition and other issues, she most likely has less than six months to live and she is oriented x 2 at this time as before.
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
