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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of cognitive decline.

Dear Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Sharon Moreno who was seen today accompanied by her daughter providing additional information.

Our conversation today covered a number of topics, but basically she has difficulty with recollection and accomplishing tasks, meeting friends.

Further questioning reveals that she oftentimes focuses or declines into focus on adverse circumstances from the past such as the Vietnam War and individuals who died and their relatives expressing her grief with symptoms of depression.

As you may remember, she was referred here with family concerns and findings of cognitive decline and confusion. Previous laboratory testing, which I do not have reports, shows a beta-amyloid 42/40 ratio of 1.46 and PTAU 217 of 0.85  Alzheimer’s disease risks and risk for tauopathy.

Her neurological examination today shows that she is alert, she is oriented and she is responsive and ambulatory without ataxia, but she does describe multiple episodes of loss of motor strength and one near fall at home.

She gave an additional history of previous COVID virus illness that caused her to be very sick and for which she has recovered.

COVID exposure is a potential cause of the development of adult epilepsy.

In consideration of her presentation, I am having her complete the NIH quality-of-life questionnaires for a more comprehensive survey of her activity experience and capacity.
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We are scheduling her for a high-resolution 3D neuroquantitative brain imaging study for assessment of cerebral injury, stroke, previous trauma, and evidence for disorders related cerebral degeneration.

Laboratory testing is being requested for the dementia profile workup for both medical and Alzheimer’s related risk factors.

She is scheduled for reevaluation with those reports, which I will send an additional followup report and recommendations.

We are going to work her up to exclude Alzheimer’s disease as a contributing feature to her decline in capacity.
