Dear Mr. Thwaites:

This is a followup for Mr. King with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  Denies hospital emergency room visit.  He is a tall and large obese person.  Feeling tired all the time.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No major edema or ulcers.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Underlying atrial fibrillation.  Follows cardiology Dr. Sevensma.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Notice Lasix and potassium only as needed probably once every two months, Eliquis, Toprol, lisinopril, on Duragesic patches, Norvasc, Jardiance, cholesterol management, and antiarrhythmics.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 294 and blood pressure by nurse 132/60.  No localized rales or wheezes.  Cardiac device on the left upper chest.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Large ventral hernias at least two of them 20 cm each.  No inflammatory changes.  Stable minor edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries May, normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Creatinine 1.35 still within baseline and that represents GFR 55 stage III.  Normal albumin and phosphorus.  Minor decrease of calcium.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III appears stable.  No progression, not symptomatic.  He is tolerating lisinopril but very low dose.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus stable.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue present diabetes cholesterol management.  Tolerating Jardiance.  No infection.  Anticoagulated.  No bleeding.  Very rare use of diuretics and narcotics, but no antiinflammatory agents.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
