He requires help with all ADL. He is bowel and bladder incontinent most of the time. He is definitely getting weaker. He has issues with shortness of breath with any kind of activity by the way. Today, his vitals show O2 sat of 94% on room air and blood pressure 110/60. He requires neb treatments at least four times a day. He appears slightly tachycardic at a rate of 101. Weight loss is considered unavoidable given his COPD. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He does have pedal edema related to right-sided heart failure related to his endstage COPD.
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
