Mr. Anderson is a 56-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure both systolic and diastolic. The patient suffers from chronic shortness of breath, atherosclerotic heart disease with angina, hypertension and diabetes.
The patient has a MAC of 36 cm. He continues to be short of breath at all times, worsened with activity. The patient most likely belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. KPS is at 40%. The patient requires oxygen at 2 L to keep his O2 sat around 95% or higher. The patient’s O2 sat today was 95% on 2 L of oxygen. The patient also has wheezing consistent with fluid collection in his lungs along with 2+ pedal edema that has been refractory to treatment. The patient also uses a BiPAP at night. Blood pressure today was stable at 120/68. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
