Ms. Bottelo is a 61-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. This is a morbidly obese woman, bed bound, ADL dependent, and bowel and bladder incontinent. She is on oxygen at all times. She has a history of sleep apnea. She has a CPAP at night that she wears. She is quite short of breath at rest. She recently had a left-sided abdominal wall abscess that was drained and the patient just finished a course of antibiotic with good results.

The patient is using her nebulizer treatment on a regular basis. She undergoes dialysis three times a week; Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. She also has a history of right-sided heart failure, pedal edema, and congestive heart failure. She has a KPS score of 40%. She belongs in the New York Heart Association Class IV. On exam today, her blood pressure was 91/50 status post dialysis which has a tendency to drop and O2 sats 95% on 3 liters. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
