This is a 69-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. Ronald is O2 dependent. He wears oxygen. He is tachycardic. He has had weight loss, pedal edema, and right-sided heart failure. The patient is ADL dependent. He has lost weight. His MAC has dropped to 28.5. PPS is 40%. He still smokes whenever he can be taken outside, but that is becoming much more difficult. His vital signs today are: Blood pressure 140/70, O2 sats 93% on 2 liters, and pulse of 96; he is also tachycardiac. The patient has lower extremity edema related to right-sided heart failure consistent with advanced COPD. He has issues with shortness of breath at rest and with any type of activity, right-sided weakness related to previous stroke, respiratory failure, history of hypoxemia, and weight loss. His MAC as was noted by the recent MAC. He is eating less. He has issues with air hunger and uses his nebulizer four times a day, but he is having issues with his nebulizer because the tubes have a tendency to pop off. I will ask for a new nebulizer to be delivered to the patient via copy of this note by DON.
