CC: Upcoming procedure requiring a hold of his anticoagulant.

HPI: The patient’s daughter/POA Brooke has contacted me stating that the patient has an upcoming surgical dental procedure and it requires holding his Xarelto. I got the orders from her and today I reviewed them with the patient and I told him why it was being done. He knew that there was an upcoming procedure, but he was surprised about the hold on his Xarelto and he asked me what would happen in that time, would he be more susceptible to something happening from a cardiac perspective. I told him it would just be a few days that there would be to some degree the medication in his system and that he would restart it after the procedure and he was fine with that.
DIAGNOSES: Upcoming surgical dental procedure, atrial fibrillation on Xarelto, vascular dementia stable, senile frailty and pulmonary interstitial fibrosis, and hypertension.

ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.
DIET: Regular with one can Ensure q.d.
CODE STATUS: Advance directive, but no DNR in place.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-groomed older male, pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/68, pulse 80, temperature 97.8, respirations 17, and weight not available.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: In his room, he ambulates independently. He is steady and upright. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion and has no lower extremity edema.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He remembered who I am and what the relationship is to him and when I talked about the upcoming dental procedure, he remembered it and stated that he understood the hold on the Xarelto. His orientation is to self and Oklahoma, he had to reference for date and time. His affect is animated and congruent with situation.
PSYCHIATRIC: He appears to be relaxed and in good spirits.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Upcoming surgical dental procedure and the patient on anticoagulant. Per dentist’s request, Xarelto will be held 05/03/25, 05/04/25, 05/05/25 and he will be able to restart it on 05/07/25. The patient will be NPO from midnight of 05/06/25 which is Tuesday onward and the patient can be eating upon return after dental procedure. I reviewed it again with the patient, he had an understanding of it and just wants to have the dental procedure done.
