CC: The patient’s son Michael Hartman had requested to speak with me and wanted to be present when I spoke with his father.
HPI: I contacted him and it is regarding what he sees as a decline in his father cognitively, which I told him it is very clear that that has occurred and wanting to have his level of care increased. I told him that that was reasonable and that Memory Care may be an option for both of his parents. Michael stated that they have a camera and they monitor things going on in the parents’ room and he is aware of his father’s increased frustration and aggression toward his wife. It is really more that he just gets frustrated with her and will get in her face and that he can be very intimidating because of his stature. He also brought up the fact that Mrs. Hartman’s most recent fall where she bruised up her eye and forehead is after Mr. Hartman tried to get her up out of the recliner that she was in and dropped her and thus the injuries. So, I told him, I would do an MMSE and ask the DON to do a SLUMS check, which would also give more credence to his cognitive decline. He agrees with both of that and asked that I also just contact his brother in Texas and let him know as he is the POA. That call was made and a voicemail was left for him with a return number should he need to return a call.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Depression/anxiety. I ordered Zoloft 25 mg daily for five days, then to be increased to 50 mg daily. He is currently now on the 25 mg dose with two more days before he is at the 50 mg dose and I shared this with both Michael and will with his brother Stephen should I get to talk with him and I think it is for the depression and that he has had a diagnosis of in the past and definitely for the anxiety that we are seeing. We will go from there.
