Thank you again for your continued support.

Ms. Davis was initially seen on March 9th subsequently workup was started. Her hemoglobin on March 10th was 15.6 and hematocrit was 46.6, which are both in normal range so patient was asked to come back for followup. She was seen again on May 5th and the CBC was done, which showed WBC count of 5.9, hemoglobin 15.3, hematocrit 44.3, and platelet count was 266. I had also ordered cytogenetics and flow cytometry on peripheral blood to rule out primary polycythemia vera and her peripheral blood did not show any evidence of polycythemia vera. No abnormal mutation was seen.

DIAGNOSIS: Secondary polycythemia cause unclear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: A close followup might suffice. Phlebotomy is not indicated at this point. However, I have advised the patient to donate blood periodically to keep her hemoglobin and hematocrit in a normal range. I have also asked her to take one baby aspirin.
