CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with again slight dysuria for the past couple of days, worried about urinary tract infection, seen recently off and on in the past. No history of uterine prolapse. She does have a history of vulvovaginal disorder, treated with topical steroid creams, uncertain of name. She sees OB doctor for routine followup.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is active in a church and very physically, taking care of animals, walking a lot.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Recurrent urinary tract infection with history of mild vulvovaginitis.
PLAN: Obtain urinalysis with culture. Given refill on Bactrim Double Strength. Increase fluids. To follow up with gynecologist for vulvovaginal disorder. Continue regular medications. Follow up as needed.
