The patient presents with history of an upper respiratory infection about a month ago with continued cough; saw a virtual doctor a few days ago, given albuterol and Mucinex, with continued cough.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with recent upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for azithromycin, to continue with cough medications and albuterol inhaler with followup with PCP next week if not clearing. X-ray is not indicated without respiratory distress, fever, or abnormal auscultation of chest.
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
