Dear Dr. Boyajian:

Thank you for referring Mr. William Smith for a followup evaluation regarding osteomyelitis.

As you know, the patient was admitted to Hudson Regional Hospital in June 2024 with sepsis, urinary tract infection, and infected knee. The patient has history of right total knee replacement in 2017 and left total knee replacement in 2020. He also suffers from chronic kidney disease, osteoarthritis, and hypertension.

The patient at this time denies any pain or swelling of the knee.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is awake, alert, oriented, ambulatory, and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98, blood pressure 130/70, pulse 76, and respiratory rate 16.

HEENT: Head normal. Ears normal. Nose normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. Both right and left knees well healed. No signs of infection or inflammation. There is no edema.
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LABS: Reveal BUN of 53 and creatinine of 2.7. CBC shows normal white count 4.3, hemoglobin 10.9, and platelet count of 225,000.

IMPRESSION: Satisfactory recovery after recent infected total knee replacement. Currently, on oral Bactrim prophylaxis for recurrent infected prosthesis. The patient with known history of chronic kidney disease. We will recommend monitoring renal function and consider reduction in Bactrim therapy one time daily. We will follow along with you and add further recommendations. The patient will follow up here in approximately six months, any updates will be forwarded to your attention.

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
