CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of loss of sleep and followup for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has loss of sleep for the past five or six days and he is sleeping over the daytime. The patient is advised not to sleep in daytime and he has used melatonin 3 mg tablet in the past, but advised to start the medication in the nighttime as needed.

The patient came today as a followup for atrial fibrillation which is proximal and the patient had no more palpitation at this time. He ran out of the Xarelto medication and he was given sample medication today; however, the patient is going to follow up with his cardiologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

NECK: Supple without any bruits.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is stable and ambulates without any assistance.
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
