CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for low back pain and hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has back pain on and off and had extensive evaluation including MRI and it showed compression fracture of the fifth vertebra and it is chronic. The patient has hypertension and his blood pressure at home has been stable and he does not have any chest pain or short of breath.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, seizures or falling down episodes.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is poor in hearing, but he follows all the commands.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals no significant tenderness of the lumbar spine and lumbar flexion at 90 degrees is not painful. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
