CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that for the last five to six days he has low back pain and the pain level is 4 or 5; however, it is worse upon exertion and it is completely relieved upon resting. The patient had x-rays of the back, it showed degenerative changes and the patient underwent physical therapy few months ago. The patient described no radiation of pain to the lower extremities and he has not fallen down.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, weakness of the upper or lower extremities or focal weakness.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient walks with a cane and cannot stand without the cane.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals minimal tenderness of the lumbar spine at 90 degrees flexion.
