CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right foot pain, poor gait when walking, and MI.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has slight deformity of the right foot and it has progressively got worse now and subsequently the patient is not able walk straight. She uses cane. She never fell down.
The patient also gained weight and she was instructed on low-carb diet and the patient is going to try very soon.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. She is to be active but because of right foot pain she is more sedentary.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. Right foot examination reveals contraction deformity and it is chronic in nature. The patient uses walker.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and her gait is slow.
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
