CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of slurred speech.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she has slurred speech four to five days ago and the patient was recently seen by neurologist. The patient described no significant focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, excessive weight loss or weight gain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities. The patient also described no sleeping disorder or seizures.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 5 mg tablet once a day, metoprolol 50 mg tablet once a day and lisinopril plus hydrochlorothiazide 20/12.5 mg tablet one tablet every day if blood pressure is more than 120/90 along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has atrial fibrillation and she is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day as per the cardiologist.

SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has rectal polyp removed two years ago.

ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Nonsignificant.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail. The patient is up-to-date on mammogram and COVID vaccinations.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she currently is not working. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is otherwise active.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.
The patient is able to swallow food without any problems and speech is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her husband and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
