JACKSON, THURSTON

HISTORY: This is a 52-year-old gentleman here for followup.

Approximately seven days ago, Mr. Jackson was diagnosed with pneumonia, received following medications: Zithromax Dosepak, prednisone, a nebulizer machine and albuterol, and Rocephin. He states he is doing a little better, but not much. He indicated that he is still coughing up green sputum.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 114/70.

Pulse is 79.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.8.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis. The patient is not tachycardic.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Pneumonia, improving.

2. Cough.
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PLAN: Today, the patient was sent home with:

1. Robitussin AC two teaspoons p.o. q.h.s. for 10 days.

2. Levofloxacin 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for five days, #10.
Advised to increase fluids, to go to the emergency room if he does not improve, to come back to the clinic for further evaluation. The patient states he understands and will comply.
