CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 74-year-old African American female with history of thyroid problems, presents for evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old female who reports palpitations and was requesting a checkout. She reports occasional substernal discomfort which comes on every month. There is no specific provocating factor. She further reports shortness of breath on walking less than half a block.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She reports weight gain and fever.

Skin: She reports itching.

Eyes: She wears glasses.

Ears: She states that she has no hearing in the right ear.

Nose: She reports sinus problems and sneezing.
Throat: She has hoarseness.
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Neck: She has stiffness and decreased range of motion.

Respiratory: Unremarkable.

Gastrointestinal: She reports abdominal pain. She further reports bloating.

Musculoskeletal: She has pain and stiffness.

Psychiatric: She reports emotional instability.

Neurologic: She has cerebral palsy.

Hematologic: She has anemia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 106/73, pulse 85, respiratory rate 18, height 62”, and weight 179.6 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 63 beats per minute. There is left atrial enlargement.
