A 77-year-old lady currently on hospice with history of CVA, hypertension, senile degeneration of the brain, congestive heart failure, and cor pulmonale. The patient is O2 dependent. She is bedbound. She requires to be hoisted in the air to be moved around because she is no longer able to move by herself. She was seen today on Saturday, 05/10/2025 at 1700 hours because of nausea and vomiting. The patient has been given Phenergan by the hospital nurse, but has not arrived and she continues to vomit at the time of arrival. Blood pressure is 120/70. Pulse 88. Respirations 18. She is very confused which is her natural state of mind. Abdomen is very soft. The patient had a bowel movement earlier. No sign of bowel obstruction. No rebound. No rigidity.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Nausea and vomiting. Phenergan 25 mg IM was given.
2. The patient is also very anxious. She is taking Seroquel, Celexa and Ativan. Ativan dose was just increased by the hospice nurse/physician. We will assess response to the treatment in 24 hours. No sign of obstruction. No rebound. No rigidity. Negative exam.
3. Phenergan 25 mg IM now and may repeat dose later when the pills arrive.
4. Put on clear liquid diet.

5. Maybe, ice chips at the end of the day.
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
