REVIEW OF SYSTEM: As above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weighs 150 pounds, O2 saturation 99%, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, pulse 84, and blood pressure 160/99.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

NECK: There is mild lymphadenopathy noted in the neck region.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear except for few rhonchi.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

2. Sinusitis.

3. Chest x-ray is negative for pneumonia.

4. Z-PAK.

5. Medrol Dosepak.

6. Continue with current medication.

7. Reevaluate next week if not improved.
