Dear Ms. Macht:
This is a telemedicine followup visit with Mrs. Salisbury and Tammy her daughter with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension, diabetic nephropathy, also slow growing lung cancer.  She just finished her radiation treatments for the lung cancer and has been feeling well.  They are not sure about weight, but daughter states that really looks like it is stable.  They did not have a scale to get the weight today at home.  She has no chest pain or palpitations.  Stable dyspnea on exertion.  No current cough or sputum production.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  Minimal edema of the lower extremities.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure is 122/55.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on 03/19/2025.  Creatinine is stable at 1.50, estimated GFR is 34, calcium 9.1, albumin 3.7, phosphorus 4.2, normal electrolytes, hemoglobin 11.6 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:

1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  No progression of disease.  No indication for dialysis.  We will continue to check labs every three months.
2. Hypertension, currently at goal.
3. Diabetic nephropathy, stable.
4. Slow growing lung carcinoma, just finished radiation therapy and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
