Dear Dr. Stack:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Moffett with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, anemia and hypertension.  Her last visit was on 11/11/2024.  She has gained 16 pounds over the last six months.  She is not as active as she had been previously and she tells me her husband has been residing in a nursing home due to his Parkinson’s disease and his very poor health.  She is feeling well.  No recent hospitalizations or procedures.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and controlled edema of the lower extremities.

Medications:  I want to highlight metoprolol 100 mg twice a day, torsemide 20 mg daily, losartan 100 mg daily, Norco 5/325 mg twice a day as needed for severe pain, Tylenol Arthritis if she has lesser pain, multivitamin and ReQuip.

Physical Examination:  Weight 199 pounds.  Blood pressure 132/78.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on 04/04/2025.  Creatinine 1.15, estimated GFR is 50, albumin 3.8, calcium 8.9, sodium 137, potassium 4.4, carbon dioxide 31, phosphorus 3.8, intact parathyroid hormone 152.2, hemoglobin is 13.8 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:

1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  No progression of disease.  She will continue to get labs every three months.

2. Hypertension, currently at goal.

3. History of anemia, currently normal hemoglobin levels.

4. The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
