Dear Dr. Vashishta:

This is followup for Mr. Oates with congenital absence of the left kidney and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  Fracture right forearm, his motorcycle accidentally fell, did not require any surgery, wearing a cast.  No antiinflammatory agents.  He is right-handed person.  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.

Present Medications:  Remains on Tegretol for seizures without recurrence.  Blood pressure Norvasc, on cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 174 pounds, stable.  Blood pressure 113/63 by nurse.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries in May.  Creatinine 2.2, which is baseline.  Anemia macrocytosis and low white blood cell probably from the Tegretol.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  Congenital absence of the left kidney.  Chronic kidney disease stage IIIB.  No progression.  Not symptomatic.  Minor metabolic acidosis.  Other chemistries stable.  There is anemia, but no EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  electrolytes and acid base stable.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
