Dear Mrs. Frantz:

This is a followup for Marguerite with advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, and nephrotic range proteinuria.  Last visit in March.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  AV fistula done left brachial area.  No stealing syndrome Dr. Bonacci.  Denies nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No changes in urination.  No diarrhea.  Stable edema.  No falls.  No chest pain, palpitations, or increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen.  She is legally blind.  Review of systems negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  Notice the Norvasc, hydralazine, nitrates for blood pressure, also beta-blockers, on insulin long acting, as a binder Renvela, and calcium.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 216 pounds stable.  Left-sided AV fistula.  No ischemic changes of the fingers.  Good bruit developing very nice.  Blood pressure right-sided 156/84.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Stable edema.  Blind.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries, anemia at 9.7, taking Aranesp every two weeks.  There is metabolic acidosis but improving.  High phosphorus on binders.  Fluctuating levels of metabolic acidosis and high potassium.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, and nephrotic syndrome.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  Left-sided AV fistula placed.  No stealing syndrome.  Developing nicely.  Continue management of anemia.  Continue phosphorus binders and restricted diet.  Monitor potassium and acid base.  Chemistries at least in a monthly basis.  We will start dialysis based on symptoms.  Plan to see her back on the next 8 to 10 weeks.  All issues discussed with the patient and daughter.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
