HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Farris is a 63-year-old gentleman comes in today with cough, congestion, headaches, nasal drainage, dizziness, and palpitation. He gets dizzy especially when he coughs. He is a retired home inspector, married 30 years plus and has one child. He does occasionally drink alcohol and he does not smoke.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He had some kind of back surgery in the past. He would be in great health if it was not for his pain, he tells me and the pain has a tendency to slow him down. He also has a history of carotid stenosis that needs to be rechecked and sometime ago he had a small thyroid cyst that needs to be reevaluated today as well.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had neck surgery and also he has had back injection as far as surgery is concerned. He had ESI in his back because of chronic back pain.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of heart attack and pacemaker. Mother is 90 years old and still alive.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 173 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 18. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 130/80.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema. Positive pulses.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sinusitis.

2. Bronchitis.

3. URI symptoms turning into bacterial bronchitis.
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4. Low back pain, chronic.

5. Radiculopathy.

6. Neuropathy.

7. Leg pain and arm pain.

8. History of carotid stenosis.

9. History of thyroid cyst.

10. He was treated with Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and Phenergan DM for cough.

11. He was given Rocephin 1 g and Decadron 8 mg.

12. Because of issues with his leg pain and arm pain, we did an ultrasound of the upper and lower extremity, no DVT or PVD was noted that was significant.

13. His abdominal ultrasound is within normal limits in face of nausea.
14. His kidneys looked normal.

15. His thyroid shows no further cyst and two small cysts that were seen a couple of years ago and had gone.

16. Echocardiogram is within normal limits.

17. He is in excellent shape as far as his aorta is concerned with a minimal calcification.

18. He has no fatty liver.

19. Most symptoms of postnasal drip.

20. Findings were discussed with him at length.

21. He has had a Cologuard in the past with no family history of colon cancer for colonoscopy.
