HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Price is a 65-year-old gentleman from Houston single. He used to do lot of different labor type work. Now, he was a machine operator before he quit. He has five children. He is not married at this time, never been married. He does smoke. He does drink alcohol and he is able to drive. He likes to do odd jobs here and there to make extra money. He lives with a friend, but most of the time he is by himself.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma, seizure, and back problem.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left fifth finger surgery and ESI injection.
MEDICATIONS: Norco 5/325 mg, nebulizer machine for COPD, alprazolam 1 mg p.r.n. anxiety, Lipitor 40 mg once a day, Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., and lisinopril 20 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Both mother and father died of cancer.
HOSPITALIZATION: Last hospitalization volume depletion at Bentaub because of volume depletion.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has difficulty walking, but he is still able to manage. He is not using a walker. He is not bowel and bladder incontinent. He does most ADLs by himself. He has lost 5 pounds. His appetite is intact. He has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, or convulsion. Seizures appeared to be controlled with Keppra 500 mg twice a day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 103/51. Pulse 81. Respirations 18. O2 sat 98%. 

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

There is some muscle wasting noted in the lower extremity. No lateralizing symptoms.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 65-year-old gentleman with history of back pain, asthma, seizure disorder, chronic pain, anxiety, and hypertension.

He is managing his medications well. As far as his anxiety is concerned, he is taking alprazolam which is also helping his back pain.
He is on Norco to control his pain. He knows that he should not be driving with his medication. No drinking alcohol.
He is taking Lipitor for hyperlipidemia, Keppra to control his seizure, and lisinopril is controlling his blood pressure at this time. He will benefit from PT/OT as well as physical therapy regarding his severe back pain. He is scheduled for second set of ESI in the next month or so.
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
