Dear Terry:
This is a followup for Mr. Moody with chronic kidney disease and ischemic cardiomyopathy.  Last visit in August.  Came back from winter at Florida.  They adjusted his Entresto.  Doing salt and fluid restriction.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Weight at home is stable 161.  He is walking half a mile to two miles a day.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  No gross claudication.  Minimal edema.  No ulcers.  No palpitation, syncope or increase of dyspnea.  He also will have placement of a third lead for CRT defibrillator.
Review of Systems:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight the Lasix, beta-blockers, nitrates, Entresto and Farxiga.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 167 in the office and blood pressure 104/64, which is close to baseline at home.  No localized rales.  No gross arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  Has a pacemaker.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries May, creatinine 2.02 and GFR 31 stage IIIB stable overtime.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Tolerating Entresto.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Tolerating diuretics.  There is no anemia.  No EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Minor elevation PTH.  No need for vitamin D125.  Tolerating Farxiga.  Stable ischemic cardiomyopathy.  He has low ejection fraction around 35%.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
