Dear Dr. Holley:

This is followup for Mrs. DeBoer with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  Twisted her left knee helping mother getting into the car.  MRI to be done.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Uses a cane.  Already compromise with prior right-sided total knee replacement.  Doppler was done negative for thrombosis.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Blood pressure at home in the low side.  Some stasis changes on the legs.
Medications:  Medication review.  Takes no blood pressure treatment.  Does take medications for psychiatry problem.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 228 pounds, previously 221 pounds and 214 pounds.  Blood pressure 120s/80s.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Overweight of the abdomen.  Stasis changes.  No edema.
Labs:  Chemistries in May.  Creatinine 1.8.  She has been as high as 2.1.  Present GFR 25 stage IV.  Minor high potassium.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild degree of anemia 13.6.  Normal size kidneys.  Right-sided complex cyst because of septation.  This is almost a year ago.  Ultrasound to be repeated.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease stage IV, no progression, stable.  No dialysis.  No symptoms.  No obstruction of the kidneys or urinary retention.  Incidental minor complex cyst.  Ultrasound to be updated.  Takes no blood pressure medicines.  All chemistries stable.  Continue to monitor.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
