ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Non-ill appearing child, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Right ear is within normal limits. Left ear is obstructed from a small round plastic bead in the ear three quarters of the way down the ear canal. Throat: Without edema or exudate. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Foreign object in the left ear.
PLAN: We attempted to use a curette for extraction; the child was very uncooperative and thus had to be instructed to go to the emergency room to have the object removed. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
