Mrs. Allen Christine recently admitted to University of Michigan with volume overload and severe anemia.  She is a post liver transplant back in February.  Chronically low blood pressure, acute kidney injury and making a small amount of urine, has not recovered.  Has a dialysis catheter.  Nutrition was poor.  NG tube was placed.  Feeding at home.  Started oral intake too.  Feeding tube has plugged needs to be replaced tomorrow.  There was also atrial fibrillation with fast ventricular response on Eliquis and beta-blockers.  Episode of severe depression, briefly in the psychiatry unit.  I reviewed records from University of Michigan.
Medications:  Review medications.
Physical Examination:  She is in better spirits today.  She looks pallor, frail, and muscle wasting.  Breath sounds are distant.  Isolated rhonchi.  No respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention.  Minimal edema.  Good clearance on dialysis.  Dialysis catheter not infected.
Labs:  Hemoglobin low at 7.2.  High ferritin.  Low saturation.  Received blood transfusion in the hospital.  We are also supporting with EPO long-acting for albumin.  Upper normal potassium.  Normal calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  She has not recovered from acute kidney injury yet.  Might require dialysis dependent.  Continue to monitor chemistries.  Continue management of these issues associated with kidney.  All questions answered.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
