Suddenly, he tells me that he collapsed and fell to the ground and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness abruptly and hit the back of the head as he landed on the ground.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient woke-up in the ambulance.  The patient went to the hospital.  The patient was diagnosed of syncope, however, the patient had severe head pain in the back of the head.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had confusion for the next few days.
The patient tells me that since the event, the patient has recurrent headaches.  The patient has headaches once a week.  They are in band like distribution. They could come randomly.
The patient is currently working as a fire fighter.  The patient tells me that random headaches affecting him do his job.  The patient tells me that headaches are affecting his concentration and focus at work.  It is affecting him to focus as a fire fighter.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2023, the patient had syncopal episodes, suddenly fainted and landed on to the ground as he was landing on the ground, hit the back of the head.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain in the back of the head.  The patient woke-up with confusion and disorientation.  The patient had severe head pain.  Since then, he has been having intermittent headache and random headaches.  It is my opinion the headaches are results from the traumatic brain injury.  The patient had significant impact in the back of the head resulting in this concussion and severe head pain.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.
